    using a 8mm socket to remove (4) bolts from each side. 

4. Unscrew the rearmost end of both wheel wells using

    8mm and 10mm sockets. Pull wheel well back to reveal

    a T20 Torx screw and remove it from both sides.

5. Remove bumper cover by using a 10mm socket to remove

    (5) bolts from the bottom edge of the cover and the top

    edge near where the tail lights were removed in Step 1.

6. Remove the bumper beam from the vehicle by using an

    18mm socket to remove (4) nuts (2 nuts on each side).

    Before completely removing the bumper beam, be sure

    to disconnect any wiring that may be present with options

    installed on your vehicle.

5. Remove bumper cover by using a 10mm socket to remove (5) bolts from the bottom edge of the cover
    and the top edge near where the tail lights were removed in Step 1.
 
6. Remove the bumper beam from the vehicle by using an 18mm socket to remove (4) nuts (2 nuts per
    side). Before completely removing the bumper beam, be sure to disconnect any wiring that may be present
    with options installed on your vehicle.
 
7. Slide hitch onto the rear panel studs and reinstall bumper beam onto studs using existing fasteners.
    Torque all M10 nuts to 89 ft. lbs.
 
8. Reinstall bumper cover, splash guards, and tail lights by following Steps 1-5 in reverse.
